Summary  
 
During November 2017, Lindsay Bremner accompanied nineteen students 
in the DS18 studio of the MArch programme at the University of 
Westminster on a fieldtrip to Bangladesh. The field trip was part of their 
one-year long studio programme on Bangladesh titled Design in(g) a 
Delta. It’s aim was to give the students first-hand experience of the social
